Château Le Boscq har siden 1749, hvor Thomas Barton tog
over, høstet fine udmærkelser for deres dedikation til at skabe
terroirtro vine af høj kvalitet. Slottet opnåede i 1932 Cru
Bourgeois status og drives i dag af Douerte.

Château Le Boscq råder over 20 hektar vinmarker, hvor
fordelingen er 10,5 Ha Merlot, 8 Ha Cabernet Sauvignon, 1 Ha
Petit Verdot og 0,5 Ha Cabernet Franc. Parcellerne er nøje
opdelt, således at hver druesort får de bedste betingelser. De
grusholdige marker med en højde på op til 18 meter hjælper
med at frembringe druer med optimal modenhed og struktur i
Cabernet Sauvignon og Petit Verdot, hvor de mere lerrige
bakkedrag med deres køligere jord er ideelle til Merlot.  

Alle druer håndhøstes efter traditionelle principper og
vinificeringen foregår i små ståltanke, hvorved små parceller
af identiske druer kan vinificeres sammen. Efterfølgende hviler
vinen på små barriquefade, opdelt i batches inden der til sidst
laves det færdige blend.
